Trip to Exeter Thursday 4™ February

T am writing to let you know that we have arranged for the pupils to take part in a Pilgrimage Workshop at
Exeter Cathedral and also to tour the Mosque on Thursday 4™ February.

When we arrive at the Cathedral we will be met by a medieval pilgrim character who will tell the pupils
about the importance of pilgrimages to Christians, why they are taken and what the journey may entail.
